Residents 
will be able to drop their yard waste off at this location and then it 
will be moved for processing to the Clean Wood Recycling facility 
on  W. Bancroft St.  
Materials that will be accepted at the facility are: All brush, tree 
trimming, and woody material will go into the pile marked BRUSH. 
Please keep all brush no longer than 6 ft or 12” in diameter. / All 

grass clippings, leaves, and garden waste will go into the pile that is 
marked GRASS. 
Materials that will not be accepted at the facility: Pop cans, plastic, 
paper, flower pots, railroad ties, landscape timbers, treated wood and 
even the recycling brown paper bags. We ask all residents to please 
use care when loading yard waste material into the vehicle and make 
sure there is none of the above garbage or any other non accepted 
materials in your load.  Failure to do so will have your load rejected 
from the facility. Contaminated loads will need to be removed off 
property and cleaned.

UPDATE ON WATERVILLE’S HISTORIC DOWNTOWN REVITALIZA TION 
The Village of Waterville was awarded a Community Development Block Grant in December 2009. The grant allocated funds to be used for public 
improvements. Last summer, streetscape work was completed on South Third Street between South Street and Farnsworth that mimicked the work 
completed on North Third Street. This included new sidewalks, streetlights, trees, benches and planters. 
Additionally, the grant allowed for money to be used by private business property owners to improve the façade of their buildings located in the 
historic district area or to complete interior projects to bring the building to code. 
The grant projects must be wrapped up by the end of this year. Following is a list of properties that were able to or will be using grant money this 
spring to make façade or code improvements: On Farnsworth 112, 115, 116, 205, 401; on N. River  3; on S Second 40; on S Third 104, 105, 138; 
on N Third 8, 17, 19, 21, 26, 34; on South St. 214; on Mechanic 122, 211. 
Some of the property façade improvements made on these buildings include painting, new awnings, new outside stairs, new windows, new roofs, 
new signs and foundation improvements. Also, some of the inside code improvements made include updated HVAC, updated structural support, 
and floor improvements.

Spring often brings stress because an action has been taken that does not comply 
with Waterville Ordinances. The following bullets are intended to prompt a review 

of Ordinances or a call to the Municipal Office to have questions answered before a project is begun. 

�� SIGNS 
 Garage Sale/Yard Sale signs are NOT allowed on utility poles, traffic or street signposts or the PUBLIC RIGHT OF 
 WAY.  Garage Sale/Yard Sale signs (4 square feet maximum sign area) may be erected for the days the sale is being 
 held up to 72 consecutive hours. No signs (for sale, for rent, political campaign), other than government or traffic, are 
 allowed in the Public Right of Way. 
�� RECREATIONAL VEHICLES OR BOATS 
 May not be parked in a front yard or in front of a main residential structure. Please refer to §1145.03 (j) for More   
 details or call the Municipal Office (419) 878-8100 with questions. 
�� POOLS 
 Zoning Permits are needed for all pools EXCEPT temporary pools that are less than 18” in depth and 115 square feet 
 in area, and erected between May 1 and September 15.  Hot tubs, home spas, and whirlpool tubs less  than 150 
 square feet in area are also exempt. 
�� STRUCTURES (sheds, play houses) 
 A zoning permit is required  (obtain from Municipal Office)  and a building permit may also be needed.  Please call the 
 Municipal Office (419) 878-8100 for additional information 
�� BLUE BIRD 
 The Blue Bird tank cars with their graffiti covered sides, are headed for the melting pot.  This action by the new  Blue 
 Bird operators was taken to remove a source of controversy and demonstrate a spirit of co-operation with the        
 Waterville Community.                                                 
 Waterville residents and property owners are reminded that the Blue Bird tracks are not a “dumping site”.  The tracks 
 are a small part of the 80’ wide strip of private property the Blue Bird leases from the Norfolk Southern Railroad.  
 According to Waterville law (§521.08 (a)), littering is not allowed on any private or  public property.  This includes the 
 area along the Blue Bird tracks.  Litter includes grass clippings, garden waste, yard waste, tree branches and leaves. 
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Summer hours for the Wakeman Archival Research Center in Waterville have begun and are 10 a.m. until 2 p.m. every 
Wednesday through October. It will also be open the last Saturdays of June, July and August from 1 to 4 p.m. The Cen-
ter, located upstairs at 401 Farnsworth Road, contains records of Waterville organizations, businesses, churches, schools, 
ect., as well as family files and local history. The public may inspect them free of charge and a volunteer archivist will 
assist in locating items. No item may be removed from the Archives, but copies may be made for a small fee. Donations 
of similar documents and photographs, or items brought to be copied and added to the files are welcome.

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     The guided walking tours of the historic district of Waterville will once again be conducted the last Saturdays of the 
summer months, June 25, July 30 and August 27, beginning at 2 p.m. at the Robbins House Museum 114 S. River Rd. 
An illustrated brochure describing the architecture and history will be provided with additional information from the 
costumed docent. A $1 donation is requested.  
    Both the Robbins House and the Sargent House Museum next door will be open the same days from 1 to 4 p.m. as 
well as the Wakeman Archives, 401 Farnsworth Road. The Robbins House is a typical pre-Civil War home and contains 
may artifacts from early life in the village. The Sargent House displays construction methods of the pioneers as well as 
some American Indian items and objects from past Waterville businesses. 
    These events are sponsored by the Waterville Historical Society.

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����What Civil War veteran built the first Waterville Town Hall and jail in 1885? The answer, William Henry Myers, is 
found in a new book by John and Verna Rose, Civil War Veterans Buried at Wakeman Cemetery, published by The Wa-
terville Historical Society. It includes brief  biographical sketches of 71 men, with a short synopsis of the units they 
served in, and a photograph of each grave marker. 
     This year marks the beginning of the commemoration of the war's sesquicentennial. With renewed interest through-
out the land in our country's bloodiest conflict, it seemed a logical time to the Roses to provide information about our 
local participation. 
     Whether the veteran served only 100 days, six months or for the war's duration of more than four years, the Roses 
have honored all these volunteers who joined to "Save the Union."  A number of those who survived the war were dis-
abled or died within ten years of their return to civilian life. The Roses believe that though "post traumatic stress syn-
drome" was unrecognized at that time, surely it was widespread among the veterans.  John Dunkelburger and T.B. 
Pinkerton were in Libby Prison and survived. Orson G. Ballou died while incarcerated there. Although in the notorious 
Andersonville prison for 15 months, Clark Keeler miraculously survived and returned to farm and raise a family in Mid-
dleton Township. 
      John Lansing Pray personally witnessed the white flag come through the lines and the surrender of arms by the Con-
federate Army at Appomattox Court House, April 8, 1865. He wrote that later, "the 'Johnnie Rebs' were welcomed to the 
Yankee mess. Former enemies were now friends and the last feature of the war was kindly feeding and transporting the 
men that we had been striving so long to slay." 
     All of the information gathered by the Roses after three years of extensive research has been placed in the Wakeman 
Archival Research Center at 401 Farnsworth Road, open to the public every Wednesday �)������

Fire Hydrant  
Flushing & Testing  

Fire hydrants are flushed once a year to avoid rust build-up in the waterlines and to insure adequate fire protection.  Hydrants will 
be flushed on a rotating basis, each Thursday throughout the year.  Since the location of the testing varies from week to week, resi-
dents are asked to check their tap water on Thursdays before doing laundry, to avoid the possibility of rust coming through the 
lines.  

For those residents who do laundry during the time of testing, a rust remover is available and can be picked up at Town Hall if needed.  

The Anthony Wayne YMCA is remodeling the front section of their building to ex-
pand for more programming. This is being done with the help of a generous dona-
tion of the Waterville Chamber of Commerce. Our member base is expanding and 
we need another studio to accommodate our classes. We also have a large senior
